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Jane Addams
to Divide Nobel
Peace Award

Nicholas M. Butler Will

Share with Her,

Award of the Nobel peace prize for
1831 will be formally made today at
the Nobel {nstitute, In Oslo, Norway.
The award, amounting te $40,000, wilt
bo shared by Miss Jane Addams,
‘founder and head resldent of Hull
House, Chicago, and President Nich-
olas Murray Butler of Columbla unl-
verslty, New York, That announce-
ment was made last night by the Nor
weglan consul general at New York.
He sald he had been authorized to
make the announcement,

Miss Addams learned of the award
while in the Johns lopkins hospifal,
Baltlmore, where sho fs undergofng
.ohservation for a possible operatfon.
In the absence of officfal notification, |
she withheld formal comment, but ad--
mitted informally that she would be
highly gratificd over tho (nternational’
honor embodied in the peace award.

Her coawinner of the peace prize,
Dr. Butler, was regarded by tho sams,
obscrver as one of the representatives
of ‘' American {deallsm." Dr. Butler
is president of the Carnegie Founda-
tion for Internationel Peace.

Rather It waa her con-
sistent endeavors nt Washinglon, Ge-
neva, Zurich, The Hague, Londen,
Tokjo, Dublin and elsewhere,

Miss Addams Is 71 years old. She
came to Chicaga from Cedarville, 111,
her birthplace, forty-wo years nyo,
after studying medicine, nnd founded
Hull House. In 1915, Miss Addains
stavted, her work for peace, organlz
ing the Peice league. Between (ravels,
she has devoled all her time lo her
Hnll House charges,
